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Direction of Legal Science Research for Country Development

ABSTRACT

Legal science is the study of “legal norms” i.e. “law”. There are 3 phenomena of
law: the formation of the law; the law itself; and the consequences of the law on human
behavior. These 3 phenomena cannot be comprehended separately. Men enacted law
and provisions of the law are the carrier linking its objective and the behaviors desired.
Legal science could be studied by 3 approaches: valued-oriented legal science, technical
legal science, and factual legal science. In the past, legal studies was conservative but
the justice and law reform, there were law schools and legal science studies council.
Legal science studies is worldwide in higher education institute. The bachelors of legal
science learned and could utilize the law but they lack of the comparative legal science
studies. They do not understand the relationship between the 3 legal science phenomena
and the social context. Thus they cannot solve the social problem, just only solve the
personal problem to win in the court. Thai social is more complicated than before.
The successful legal scientist could utilize law as the arm effectively. Most researches on
legal science are academic research for degree granting focusing on the “law”, lacking
of comparative studies and linking of the 3 legal science phenomena. For the past 10
years, the complexity of economic, social and politic brought the researches on legal
policy. Most of them were researches for the mass problem solving, not for strengthening
the globalization. The author proposed the trend in reforming legal science to be “science”
as well as the thought of legal science reform and the direction of legal science research
for country development.
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Problems and Facts in Transfering Educational Authority
to Local Administration Organization

ABSTRACT

The National Education Act, B.E.2542 (1999) requires decentralization of educational
management to localities as well as to education institutions, based upon the promotion of
participation by communities and local administrative organizations. To this end, the Act allows
local administrative organizations to manage education at all levels according to their eadiness,
suitability and the needs of local residents and in line with the rules prescribed by the Ministry
of Education. At a later stage, there has been enacted the Act Determining Plans and Processes
for Decentralization to Local Administrative Organizations, B.E.2542 (1999). This Act, in the
main, lays down rules and directions for transferring to local administrative organizations powers
and responsibilities in connection with the provision of public services including education
management. This gives rise to severe resistance and objections by various teachers groups.
The objections are directed at 3 principal aspects, lack of uniformity and efficiency of educational
systems and, finally, job prosperity and security of teachers affected by the transfer of powers
and responsibilities under the law.

To curb this problem, agencies concerned - the Decentralization Committee,
representatives of local administrative organizations, the Ministry of Education and the office
of Education Reform - have worked together with a view to arriving at right approaches and
desirable solutions. For there purposes, an action plan for educational decentralization has been
drawn up. The contents of the plan are fourfold, viz, (1) determining the types of basic
education institutions that need not be transferred to local administrative organizations,
(2) determining which local administrative organizations are eligible for taking a transfer of
education institutions, (3) setting out rules for evaluating readiness of local administrative
organizations in taking a transfer of education institutions, and (4) establishing mechanisms
guaranteeing personnel management of teaching officials and human resources that are transferred
to local administrative organizations. It is believed that the plan can lessen trepidations felt by the
opposing teachers’ groups. The task of immediate importance is bringing to those teachers and
teaching staff correct information so that they can understand that the educational transfer under
the law determining plans and processes for decentralization to localities proceeds in line with the
rules laid down by the law on national education.

Notwithstanding, a new problem seems to occur if the Government insists on
undertaking public services, including educational management, in the same volume as at
present. Given that the Act on Determining Plans and Processes for Decentralization to Local
Administrative Organizations in the fiscal year 2000 (this ratio being required to be elevated to
35: 100 in the fiscal year 2006), will there be, and for how long will there be, a sufficient
remaining budget left for the provision of public services in the central administration after
the statutorily required proportions have been transferred to local administrative organizations?
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Measuring Value-Added in the Operations
of Higher Education Institutions

ABSTRACT

“Value-added” is a term originated in economics, meaning the economic value
gained from the processing of inputs in the production or service processes and until
those inputs are transformed into finished products or the services completed. This
research applies t}ze value-added concept to education. The aim is to develop a system
for measuring value-added arisen from the operations of higher education institutions.
The system is applied to a case for the pilot rating of Thai higher education institutions
in the field of education. The development of the criteria for the rating system follows
a set of well-known principles suggested in the literature. Value-added from the
operations of higher education institutions is considered in this research as a criterion
in three major viewpoints, according to the usage requirements of stakeholders in the
operations of higher education institutions. These are the viewpoints of (1) prospective
students and their guardians, (2) employers of the graduates, and (3) faculty members
of the higher education institutions. The sources of data for the evaluation of value-added
in the three viewpoints come from the opinions of three groups of people, namely the
recently-graduated (not-more than three years) alumni, the employers of the graduates,
and the faculty members of the higher education institutions. Based on the application
in the pilot rating of Thai higher education institutions, it was found that the criteria
and measures developed in this research are fully capable of evaluating the opinions of
alumni, employers, and faculty members concerning value-added gained from the
institutions. They are also found to be suitable for the rating of higher education

institutions.
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Constructing a Test of Creative Thinking
The Art for All Project

ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study is to examine the process of developing criteria for
assessing creative thinking and, through the medium of art activities, to construct a test
of creative thinking or an instrument for physical, emotional and social development.
Construction of the test, which is intended to assess the development of creative
thinking skills in all types of people, is divided into five stages. Stage 1 is preparing and
administering the test, and determining criteria for assigning points; stages and 2 and 3
are revising the test and the criteria for assigning points, and improving activities;
stages 4 and 5 are assessing the reliability of the test instrument and the criteria for

assigning points.

The study’s target group consists of both disabled and non-disabled persons.
The disabled persons, who include the hearing, the vision, the motor and the intellectually
impaired, are selected on the basis of their type of impairment, their gender, the
institution and the region of the country.

The Torrance Test of Creative Thinking Figural Form A, created by Dr. E.
Paul Torrance, served as a model for the construction of the test of creative thinking,
which divides creative thinking into four elements: originality, flexibility, fluency and
elaboration. The test, which also takes into consideration the type of subject tested
and the subject’s IQ, consists of two parts. Part 1 tests creative thinking through
pictures, and Part 2 tests tactile imagination.

Data collection and analysis began in 1999, the year in which the first Art for
All camp was held. The camp affords disabled and non-disabled youth the opportunity
to create art and share in a range of enjoyable activities that develop their creative
thinking skills and promote an atmosphere of mutual caring and support. Findings
show that young people who participate in the Art for All project become more skilled
at creating art and develop greater moral and ethical awareness.

Research into the construction of a test of creative thinking, therefore, represents
a new approach to search creative thinking capabilities. By identifying the special gifts
within each individual, it also contributes to the development of the country’s human

resources in the future.

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Learning Through Research : A Case Study of A Field
Research-Based Teaching, The Education and Society Class,
Faculty of Education, Chulalongkorn University

ABSTRACT

Research-based teaching stems from the Constructivism school of thought which
emphasizes the internally-motivated learning process. Under this Constructivism approach,
the author applies Gagne's Information-Processing Learning Model with a belief that the 8-step
Gagne’s model and the 5-step research procedure can be integrated and compliment each other
well, especially at university level whereas students can acquire effective self-motivated learning
skills seen as an essential quality of graduates in the future.

Application of such approach in the Education and Society class shows that the 8-step
learning process as indicated in Gagne’s model fits well with research-based teaching. The
student outcomes include more enjoyable learning experiences and willingness to learn, better
critical thinking and problem-solving skills, higher level of self-confidence and assertiveness,
and greater sense of sharing and public-mindedness.

It is therefore evident from this case study that research and learning process can
compliment each other well. This successful application of research-based teaching also leads the
author to develop an “I-CAN” Mind Model as a conceptual framework for enhancing student

development process.

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The Effects of Water Sources for
Agriculture on Out Migration of The
Northeastern Region, Thailand

ABSTRACT

The volume of out migration has been increasing due to the consequences of
the improvement of communication that facilitate people to move. In the past, the
majority of studies were mostly interested in migration process from rural to urban
areas. Several studies have tried to explain some relationships between economic factors
and out migration. However, there are very few of them that have suggested to look at
the effects of drought or an uncertain water sources on out migration. All of those studies
are descriptive research and could not prove issues that are related to water shortages.
This study focuses on the influences of water shortage on out-migration rate. The area
of investigation is the Northeastern region of Thailand (NE), in 1994. The study uses l
2 secondary data sources. The first data source comes from the database at village level,
by the Department of Community Development, Ministry of Interior. And the second
source comes from the meteorological data, by the Department of Meteorology, Ministry
of Communications. The unit of analysis is the sub-district level. The total sample
consists of 2,584 sub-districts. The results show that humidity level has an influence
on out migration rate. The imbalance of humidity level for both the ground area and
the air effects on migration rate, and push people to migrate out. This rate is also affected
by the amount of sufficient of water for agricultural purposes, measured by annual
rainfall data. The spacing of days without rainfall has an effect on out migration rate
as well. In addition, the poverty of the household, the arable farmland, and the
development level of the areas also have influences on out migration. Another
migration factor is that when there is a high number of dependents in the household,
there will be a high rate of out migration. When the areas have arable farmland, there

will be a high out migration rate as well.

How Important is the “Admissions”?

Theeraporn Verathaworn

ABSTRACT

This paper discusses the causes and purposes of the latest entrance system.
The first selection factor is composed of GPAX and PR which are two equally weighted
statistics at five percent each. The GPAX factor is still necessary and the standard
should be controlled by using a quality control system, but the PR factor weigh
should be gradu;zlly diminished and finally cancelled. The author suggests that the
“Admissions” contains some good principles since the “Admissions” is the extension
of the latest entrance examination in terms of selection procedure. The National
University President meeting intends to use four selection factors in the future which
are as follows : The first selection factor is the same as had been used in the latest
entrance system. The second factor is the National Test (NT) weighted between 20 to
40 percent. The third one is core course tests, weighted between 30 to 60 percent. The
last one is the SAT test, which weights at most 20 percent. The author agrees with
the “Admissions” selection factors, especially the factors 1, 2 and 4 since the first
factor reflects how good one was in the past. The second factor can be used to
establish the testing and education standard and also reflects one’s academic
ability for the time being. The last factor can measure one’s specialization, in
other words potential future. The NT will be equivalent to the third factor. In other
words, one can take the NT and the third factor test at the same period of time. Finally,
the good performance record book will be invaluable to Thai youth if each school has a
good evaluation system, provided that the quality control system is the key factor to

diminish the current system of favoritism.
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The Development of the Indicators for the Success of
Youth Development Project

Sirichai Kanjanawasee

ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to develop the indicators for the success of
youth development project according to the function of project which covers both
direct and indirect outcomes. This study was carried out by studying the concepts and
related theories, analyzing youth development project, settiﬁg and constructing the
indicators, testing the indicators field work and then revising those indicators. The
instruments of this research were the evaluation form of the indicators, priority setting
questionnaire, and the questionnaires on the importance of indicators and the
appropriateness of its criteria. The sample of 150 project heads were collected through
stratified simple random sampling from 10 ministries and 2 independent agencies
representing four regions of Thailand. The data were then analyzed to obtain
frequencies, percentages and the appropriateness index of the indicators. The results
were as follows:

1. Youth development project could be classified according to their functions
of 6 groups: 1) providing education, 2) constructing, building and producing medias,
text and researches, 3) preventing and controlling their health, 4) social welfdre,
5) giving cooperation and networking development, and 6) campaigning, contesting
and competing.

2. There were three components for the evaluation on the success of youth
development project which consisted of the congruence between the project and the
context, the efficiency of the project management, and the achievement of the project.

3. General evaluation on the success of youth development project was
composed of 3 components of indicators which contained 10 evaluative dimensions.
There were 40 indicators altogether.

4. The evaluation of the achievement for the success of youth development

project composed of direct output indicators and indirect outcome indicators which

were developed according to the project functions.
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Introduction

Thai government always awares and gives the importance to youth development
through the increasing of the country budgets from 16.42 percent in 1997 to 17.92 percent
and 19.40 percent in 1998 and 1999, respectively. There also was on increasing of youth
development budget allocation in the year 2000 for 20.01 percent of the country budget
complied with the universal agreement standard of the World Summit for Social

Development.

Ten ministries and two independent agencies in Thailand have been in charge
of youth development projects based on the eighth and the ninth National Social and
Economic Development Plan during 1997-2001 and 2002-2006, respectively. The
project management of government organizations are similar to various administrations
which include planning, implementing, monitoring and evaluation. It is also understood
that among those three steps mentioned, the least practicing or even biased performing

is the monitoring and evaluation step.

The indictors as regarding as the important part of the project evaluation. The
lack of appropriate indicator construction and development was found to be significant

problem in conducting the project evaluation and the quality of the evaluation as well.

As it had been said earlier, there were many youth development projects
involved from various organizations mostly government agencies spending as high as-
20 percent of the country budgets. Most of the projects were implementing without
their qualified monitoring and evaluation. Therefore, it was hardly found project
conclusion that how much was their efficiency and success, due to the lack of sufficient

indicators for the project evaluation.

At the same time, there is a need to the administration reform for the good
governance. The government administrating system should be transparency,
accountability, and resulted-oriented through the strategic device of systematic
monitoring and evaluation. The National Youth Bureau, as its work as the supporting
and coordinating agency aims at youth development provided research funding on

the development of the indicators for the success of youth development project. This
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kind of research will bring great advantages to various organizations and agencies
concerns youth development for fostering the efficiency and the success of their

development projects.

Purpose

The purposes of this study were two folds: 1) to develop general indicators for
the success of youth development project, and 2) to develop the indicators for the
success of youth development project according to functions of the project which

covers both direct outputs and indirect outcomes.

Method

The study consisted of five steps as following.
1. Studying the concepts and related theories
The first step of the study was to study the concepts and theories of youth
development, the youth development, the youth development plan, the eighth and the
ninth National Social and Economic Development Plan, the development of indicators,

methodology of project evaluation, and the success of public project.

2. Analyzing youth development projects
The second step of the study involved analyzing the 204 samples of youth
development projects in the eighth plan (1997-2001). It resulted in the classification

of youth development projects according to their functions.

3. Setting and constructing the indicators
The third step dealt with framing the components of general indicators for
the success of youth development project, and constructing the indicators and criteria
for the success of specific youth development projects according to their functions.
The indicators and criteria were then examined and evaluated by a group of experts.
In addition, a sample of 20 senior project heads also judged the importance of the

success components of the youth development project by paired weighting procedure.

4. Operational testing the indicators

This step was desired to test the appropriateness and usefulness of the
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indicators and criteria in the field work by a sample of 150 project heads. The samples
were drawn through stratified simple random sampling from 8 provinces which were

represent 10 ministries and 2 independent agencies.

5. Revising the indicators
The final step of the study was to revise the indicators and criteria. They
were presented to the National Youth Bureau Research Committee. The approved
indicators and criteria were disseminated through research seminar with government

and non-government organizations which organized by the National Youth Bureau.

Results

The data were analyzed to obtain frequencies, percentages, and the appropriateness

index of the indicators and criteria. The major results were as follows.

1. The vision of youth development should be the national policy so that youth
will be sustainable and completely developed all dimensions which was corresponding
to the needed youth characteristics in That society. The identity cooperation on
systematic planning, guideline and measuring among agencies and related institutions
are needed in order that youth will be developed effectively by strengthening through
a mechanism of monitoring and evaluation.

2. The youth development projects could be classified according to their
functions of 6 groups as the followings:

2.1 The project on providing education. The youth will gain knowledge,
skills, experiences including moral and ethical as well.

2.2 The project on constructing and producing in order to be able to construct
the buildings and produce medias, text and researches, concerning youth development.

2.3 The project on prevention, treatment and rehabilitation in order to know
how to prevent and control their health.

2.4 The project on social welfare in order to be patronaged by materials
and fundings.

2.5 The project on giving cooperation and networking development.

2.6 The project on campaigning, contesting and competing, such as the

competition in sports, skills in occupation, art, drawing and singing.
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3. There were three components for the evaluation on the success of youth
development project which consisted of the congruence between the project and the
context, the efficiency of the project management, and the achievement of the project.

3.1 The congruence between the project and the context evaluating format
that corresponding to the youth development master plan including the responsiveness
to the need of the target groups. The clarification of the objectives and the components
of the project should be related. There was the feasibility of factors, process and
their outcomes as well.

3.2 The effective project management which was evaluating by the higher
executive’s support, working management along with its plan which could be changed
for the appropriateﬁess. There were a follow up and evaluation from the project
administrators. Being recognized and received cooperation from the public.

3.3 The project achievement was evaluated from the direct or immediate
output of the success on their plans and objectives including indirect outcomes which
were the positive impact to the target groups, youth’s family and the public.

4. General evaluation on the success of youth development project were
composed of 3 components of indicators which contained 10 evaluative dimensions.
There were 40 indicators altogether.

5. The evaluation of the achievement for the success of youth development
project composed of direct output indicators and indirect outcome indicators which
classified as follows:

5.1 36 indicators for the training project.

5.2 34 indicators for the constructing and producing project.

5.3 38 indicators for the project on prevention, treatment and rehabilitation

5.4 29 indicators for the social welfare project.

5.5 21 indicators for the project on networking cooperation development.

5.6 34 indicators for the project on campaigning, contesting and competing.

Recommendation on policy

1. The National Youth Bureau and all agencies concerns should cooperate in

exercising those developed indicators and be the backbone for every official project
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concerned with youth development including the establishment of networking, helping
the development of evaluation manual under the same standard in order to the success
of youth development.

2. The development of database regarding the general success of youth
development project should be done for all kinds of projects in order to promote

networking between organizations and agencies.

Recommendation for the Action Plan

1. Those organizations or agencies that accesses to resources such as personnels
in the areas of evaluation, budgets and supporting from the top executive should use
every developed indicators to evaluate all youth development projects in order to
receive all useful information for the best decision on youth development project.

2. The organizations or agencies that are shortage in either personnels for
evaluation or budgets should set their priorities of the project. The executive committees
and responsible person should be asked to confirm the most needed information in
order to the selection of the suitable indicators and criterion used for the project
evaluation.

3. The organizations or agencies that are thoroughly limited in both personnels
for evaluation and budgets should consider evaluating only specific project which
response to their principle policies through direct indicators in order to be successful
in their plans and objectives.

4. The administrators of youth development project should manipulate those
developed indicators for the success of youth development project as the guideline
for management and monitoring during, before and after the time of management project

for the efficient outcomes.
